By 1972, enrollment climbs to 283
students for first through eighth
grades. The school staffs 10 full-time
teachers, one half-day religion
teacher, one full-time teacher aide, 10
volunteer part-time librarians, one
part-time music/art teacher, one full-
time and one part-time custodian, one
full-time secretary, a principal and 10 
volunteer mothers who helped 
supervise lunch and playground hour.

Sept. 14, 1947 – Ground is
broken for St. Mary’s School.
George Rushart donates 11
lots and sells the 12th to St.
Mary’s, which provides a full
city block for the new
school.
