Growth spurt

By 1960, enroll-
ment grows to 514
students, with a
student-teacher
ratio of 43-to-1.

Sister Caroline (1964-68) and
Sister Miriam Patricia (1968-
71) serve as principals, from
1964 to 1968 and 1968 to
1971, respectively.

With increasing 
enrollment, the school
builds the Pope John
XXIII Addition. It has five
classrooms, principal’s
office, library, teacher’s
lounge and two storage
facilities. This enables
the school to 
accommodate up to 
750 students.

St. Mary’s graduates 41
eighth-graders in 1968.

By 1959, Sister Mary
Cecile is principal of the
450-student school and
its 12 teachers. The
school has 12 class-
rooms: four in the origi-
nal building; four in the
Marian Addition; two in
St. Mark’s Hall; one in the
convent; and one in the
church basement.

In 1956, the school builds a
second addition and places
its first bus into service.
The convent is expanded to
accommodate an increased
number of Dominican 
sisters as teachers. 

St. Mary’s adds
a second bus to its

fleet in 1960. 

Uniforms in the
1960s consisted of a white
blouse and plaid skirt for

the girls; shirt and tie
for the boys.
